The East and West Plazas are essential
elements of the Pavilion’s cultural landscape. There was no review or approval of the demolition
of the West Plaza by the Indiana DNR. It should have been reviewed as part of the application of
The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties. In a DNR
permit approving the project, the cultural landscape was not even mentioned.
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Architect’s rendering of a banquet center proposed as an addition to the Pavilion at Indiana
Dunes State Park. The NPS has said that this will require a conversion under the Land and Water
Conservation Fund Act and will therefore require a Section 106 review. The impact of this
proposed addition should be considered as part of a Section 106 review of the Pavilion.
